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LONG-RANGE PLANNING

GOWENSVILLE ZONING INITIATION EFFORT

Staff continues to work with energized residents of the Gowensville Community to initiate zoning in the
Dark Corner of Greenville County. Currently 223 property owners with over 2,700 acres of property have
petitioned County Council to zone their property in

an effort to control growth, limit sprawl, and maintain
the rural character of their community. A community
meeting to review the proposed zoning map and verify
petitions will tentatively be held on May 2nd from

6:00 to 8:00 p.m. at Gowensville Baptist Church. The
petitioners and the community at large are invited

to hear about the voluntary zoning plan and learn

about the land use protections that zoning may offer.
Residents wishing to join the petition may do so at the
community meeting or by filing an individual application
with Greenville County Zoning Administration up to six
months after the effective date of this zoning effort.

HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION

This month the Commission will meet at Slater Hall Community Center in order to review proposed
restoration and refurbishment work. This phase of the project will include the addition of an elevator for
ADA accessibility to the second floor, as well as modifications to the bathrooms.

In March, Representative Mike Burns and Senator Tom
Corbin announced a $1.3 million State investment in the
185,000 square foot Hall.

Opened in 1934 and described as “a magnet for the
community,” the Hall historically served as an activity
center for the three nearby churches, an educational
and recreation center for the mill village, a basketball
gymnasium, and a movie theater. For decades, however,
use of the Hall has been limited to the first floor as

the upper two floors awaited repairs. The Historic
Preservation Commission is tasked with ensuring that
the historic character of the building is preserved, while
Slater Hall Community Center allowing for modern improvements.
