Currently there are eleven departments in Greenville County dispatched through the services of 

Greenville County EMS. Each of these departments utilizes a web based software program for the 

capture, storage and retrieval of call information and data. This software, Emergency Reporting, is 

officially recognized for submission of reports to the State of South Carolina Office of the State Fire 

Marshal, the National Fire Incident Reporting System, and to the Department of Health and 

Environmental Control. Emergency Reporting also provides mapping, building pre-incident planning, 

and personnel training components for use b" the departments. 

When a call is generated for service within thl~ geographical areas served by the eleven departments, 

the enhanced 911 system automatically populates critical data points (name, address, phone number, 

dispatch times, etc.) in the CAD system with the dispatcher manually entering additional information 

and notes about the incident. After the incident response is completed and departments return to their 

stations they must manually input all of the above captured data into their Emergency Reporting 

system. 

The purpose of this Community Project is a request for full funding for a CAD system interface between 

the Greenville County EMS CAD and the nine area department's Emergency Reporting software system. 

This interface will allow immediate integration of data received by the communications center into the 

fire departments reporting software. With timely and practical importing of call data, each department 

will realize staff time efficiency and data accuracy will be assured because department personnel will 

not be manually transferring the call information into their software program.

l. 	 Receive CAD interface data to the following address: https:l!secure.emergencyreporting.com/dispatch/CaIiCenter.asmx. RSI reserves the 

right to reject or ignore invalid data. 
2. 	 Provide ongoing changes and bug fixes, at no additional charge, to keep the CAD Interface address specified above operational. 
3. 	 Supply mapping (alias) tools, submission traclcing, and general processing tools to assist in the management ofCAD supplied data to RSI 

standards. 
4. 	 For Flat File Parser (FFP) installations, RSI shall providl: an installed piece of software that processes fIles as output from CAD and 

submits the data to RSI. FFP configurations shall confonn to sample and specified data as output from CAD; any changes to this format 
may result in change order fees. 

5. 	 Ensure appropriate security, privacy, and encryption ofdata transmitted to and from the website, in compliance with RSI's internal polices, 
federal HIPPA regulations, industry practices regarding security, and (if applicable) Department ofDefense (DoD) requirements as 
outlined in DoD directive 8500.1, 8500.2, PIA & SORN, necessary STIGS, and others, as defined by the Secretary ofDefense or hislher 
designee. 

6. 	 Provide data backup to guard against data loss in the event of catastrophic system failure.

5. 	 Maintain active Internet Service Provider (ISP) services to access the website. ISP charges are not included in this agreement. ISP failures 
are not the responsibility of RSI.

ER's 
Flat File Parser software queries the server once per minute, retrieves the data using a 
7 28-bit encrypted link and then processes that data into incident files in your ER account.

This document describes the method of:: ubmitting web services data into the Emergency 
Reporting System (ERS). Web services ~,(Qvide a se8mless integration that allows information 
to be passed into the ERS system in realime, while maintaining acceptable security. 

Technical coordination between the dispcli:ch center and Emergency Reporting is vital to 
successfully deployment This communic'1tion can be started by contacting 
=".~::.!-';;),';~~ ·.;L.c.'~.'.."-'~'::":"'.;~."':"~ and n~questing contact regarding setting up a CAD link. 

Upon approval of setting up a CAD link, E l1ergency Repoliing will create a sample account for 
testing. Upon successful completion of a :~AD link the testing account will be reconfigured to 
allow for live submission into the customE'rs production account. 

Deploying a web services link reduces thb workload on the Fire and EMS field crews that are 
filling out the necessary reports. Labor savPlg in t)oth the dispatch center and the fire 
department / EMS agency can be considctable. The more data that is collected and transferred 
by CAD, the less data Fire and EMS field crews have to manually enter. Emergency Reporting 
currently collects 72 unique data element'. more of any known CAD link in the industry. 

Emergency Ref orting also makes heavy ,'se of aliasing tables and mapping technologies to 
allow end user, to map CAD submitted v,llues to known NFIRS or NEMSIS values as 
appropriate. Fer example, CAD may haVE al1 incident type of'Structure Fire, Residential" which 
is not a NFIRE incident type th;::}t the E'nd.~~8r can use.

This is the preferred method because the CAD data comes directly from the CAD vendor and no 
intermediary steps are required,

Flat File Parser 

This method is similar to the Web services Jirect method. except there is a flat file of some kind 
is generated by the CAD system which is then processed and then submitted to the same 
address. Flat files can be text files or varioLs types or XML files. Regardless of the file type a 
spec is required so Emergency Reporting knows how to parse the file.
