Staff Report

The subject parcel zoned R-10, Single-Family Residential is 1.5 acres of property located on Old
Piedmont Highway and Dempsey Street approximately 0.8 miles west of the intersection of Mills
Avenue and I-185. The parcel has approximately 430 feet of frontage along Old Piedmont Highway
and 280 feet of frontage along Dempsey Street.

The applicant is requesting to rezone the property to R-M20, Multifamily Residential. This property is
split zoned, and the applicant is requesting to expand the existing R-M20 to include the whole parcel.
The subject parcel is located in a predominantly residential area. The Imagine Greenville
Comprehensive plan designates the surrounding neighborhoods as Residential Land Use 3.

The applicant stated in the public hearing that the intended use is for townhomes.

Staff is of the opinion that the requested zoning is consistent with the surrounding zoning to the
north and south of the subject site. It is also consistent with future land use map which identifies this
area as appropriate for higher density infill housing.

Based on these reasons staff recommends approval of the requested rezoning to R-M20, Multifamily
Residential.
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
