Staff Report Below are the facts pertaining to this docket:

CONCLUSION and RECOMMENDATION:

The subject parcel, zoned R-M20, Multifamily Residential District, is located along West Lee Road, a
two-lane, State-maintained collector road. Staff is of the opinion that a successful rezoning to I-1,
Industrial District could have adverse impacts on the surrounding properties. Additionally, more than
half of the parcel is designated as Traditional Neighborhood in the Plan Greenville County

The subject property consists of approximately .48 acres.

The subject property is part of the Plan Greenville County Comprehensive Plan, where it is
designated as Industrial and Traditional Neighborhood.

West Lee Road is a two-lane, State-maintained collector road. The parcel has approximately
215 feet of frontage along West Lee Road. The parcel is approximately 0.08 miles southeast
of the intersection of West Lee Road and Rutherford Road. The property is not along a bus
route, the closest bus route is .11 miles away located on Poinsett Highway.. There are no
sidewalks in the area.

Floodplain is not present on the site. There are no known historic or cultural resources on the
site. Three schools are located within one mile of the site: Paris Elementary, Sevier Middle,
and Wade Hampton High School.

The applicant is requesting to rezone the property to I-1, Industrial District. The applicant is
proposing Industrial Storage.
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Comprehensive Plan.

Based on these reasons, Staff recommends denial of the requested rezoning to I-1, Industrial District.
