ferred to as "Parties of the Second Part."

WITNESSETE:

That whereses the Party of the first part is the owner of certaln real estate
with buildings and improvements thereon, located in what 1s known as the Parker School District
of Greenville County, S. C., and 1is desirous of promoting among all classes of people the health,
knowledge, and enlightenment which are essentlal to the right living and good fellowshlp, and

WHEREAS The parties of the second peart and thelr successors in office have
agreed to use said premises and to aid the party of the first part to accomplish this purpose,
through recreation lectures, instruction clssses, publicatlions, and other means disigned to
stimulste interest in the practical arts, hygiene, literature, history, the fine arts, economics,
government, and all departments of science, and letters, but without sectarlan bilas or political
partisianship,

NOW, THEREF(RE, That for and in consideration of the mutual covenants, premilses,
and agreements hereinafter contained, 1t ls agreed as follows:

That the party of the first part hereby grants, bargalns, demlses, and leases
unto the parties of the second part, and their successors in office, the following property with
the buildings and improvements thereon, together with the use of all exits, entrances, easements

and appurtenant passage ways located in the County of Greenville, State of South Carolime, to-wit:

All that certain plece, parcel or tract of land situate, lying, and belng in tle
County of Greenville, State of South Cerolina, bounded by Briggs Avenue, Verner Springs Road,
