property (all as estimated by the Mortgagee) less all sums already paid therefor divided by the nurmber of months toelapse
befcre one {1) month prior to the date when such ground rents, premiums, taxes, and assessments will become delingquent,
such sums to be held by Mortgagee in trust to pay said ground renats, premiums, taxes, and special assessmenis; and

{h' All payments mentioned in the two preceding subsections of this paragraph and all payments to be made under the note
secured hereby shall be added together and the aggregate amount thereof shall be paid by the Mortgagor each month in a
single payment to be applied by the Mortgagee to the following items in the order set forth:

3. 1f the total ot payments made by the Mortgagor under {a) of paragraph 2 preceeding shali exceed the amount of pay-
ments actuatly made by the Mortgagee for taxes or assessments or insurance premiums, as the case may be, such excess, if the
loan is current, at the option of the Mortgagor, <hall be credited on subsequent payments to be made by the Mortgagor, or
refunded to the Mortgagor.

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4. That he will pay all taxes, assessmenls, water rates, and other governmental ot municipal charges, fines,
or impositions, for which provision has not been made hereinbefore, and in default thereof the Mortgagee may pay
the same; and that he will promptly deliver the official receipts therefor to the Mortgagee. If the Mortgagor fails
to make any payments provided for in this section or any other payments for taxes, assessments, or the like, the
Moitgagee may pay the same, and all sums so paidshall bear interest at the rate set forthinthe note secured hereby
from the date of such advance and shall be secured by this mortgage.

6. That he will keep the improvements now existing or heteafter erected on the mortgaged property insured as
may be required from time to time by the Morigagee against loss by fire and other hazards, casualties and contin-
gencies in such amounts and for such periods as may be required by the Mortgagee and will pay promptly, when
due, any premiums on such insurance provision for payment of which has not been made hereinbefore. All insur-
ance shall be carried in companies approved by the Mortgagee and the policies and renewals thereof shall be held
by the Moirtgagee and have attached thereto loss payable clauses in favor of and in form acceptable to the Mort-
gagee.

to the Mortgagee and shall be paid forthwith to the Mortgagee to be applied by it on account of the indebtedness se-
cuted hereby, whether due or not.
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
