Together with the right to the Govermment and to the public to land and operate aircraft

thereon;

And a right of way for ingress and egress to and from the premises; a right of way or
rights of way for establishing and meintaining a pole line or pole lines for extending electric
power, telephone, and éelephone typeWritef'facilities to the premises; and a right of way for a
subsurfacewater line to the premises; all rights of way to be over the said lands and adjoining
lands of the lessor and, unless hereinbefare described by metes and bounds, to be by the most
convenient routes;

6. The lessor shall furnish to the Government, during the occcupancy of said- preanises,
under the terms of this lease, as part of the rental consideration, the following:

T+ The lessor shall not, during the term of this lease erect any structures on the
premises, nor usercr allow the use of the sald premises in any manner without the written consent
of the Civil Aeronautics Authority. -

8. The Government shall have the right, during the existence of this lease, to make
alterations, ettach fixtures, and erect additions, structures, or signs, in or upon the premises
hereby leased, which fixtures, additions, or structures so placed in or upon or attached to the
sald premises shall be and remain the property of the Government and may be removed therefrom by
the Government upon the termination of this lease or within ninety days thereafter.
