Uses by Special Exception
Considerations

Section 11:1 of the Greenville County Zoning Ordinance states
the Board may grant permission for those uses which are in
accordance with the following conditions:

A.  The use meets all required conditions;

8. The use is not detrimental to the public health or general
welfare;

c. The use is appropriately located with respect to
transportation facilities, water supply, fire and police
protection, waste disposal, and similar services;

D.  The use will not violate neighborhood character nor
adversely affect surrounding land uses.




Variances — Considerations

Section 3:4.1 of the Greenville County Zoning Ordinance states
that a variance may be granted if the Board makes and
explains the following findings:

A. There are extraordinary and exceptional conditions
pertaining to the particular piece of property;

8. These conditions do not generally apply to other property in
the vicinity;

c. Because of the conditions, the application of the
ordinance to the particular piece of property would

effectively prohibit or unreasonably restrict the utilization of
the property; and

D. The authorization of a variance will not be of substantial
detriment to adjacent property or to the public good and
the character of the district will not be harmed by the
granting of the variance.
