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Broadmoor Special Tax District / Fee Increase for Maintenance of Lighting

A public hearing was held for the purpose of receiving comments from the public regarding an
ordinance to increase the annual fee for street lighting in the Broadmoor Special Tax District by
$4.50, from $45.50 to $50.00. The proposed annual fee increase is needed to cover rising street
lighting costs in the District.

There being no speakers, Chairman Pro Tem Kirven declared the public hearing closed.
Brutontown Special Tax District / Fee Increase for Maintenance of Lighting

A public hearing was held for the purpose of receiving comments from the public regarding an
ordinance to increase the annual fee for street lighting on “unimproved property” in the
Brutontown Special Tax District by $25.00, from $25.00 to $50.00. “Improved real property”
includes any property with either a residential, commercial, and/or institutional structure
located on the parcel and all other real property is classified as “unimproved property”. The
proposed annual fee increase is needed to cover rising street lighting costs in the District.

There being no speakers, Chairman Pro Tem Kirven declared the public hearing closed.
Monaghan Special Tax District / Millage Increase for Maintenance of Lighting

A public hearing was held for the purpose of receiving comments from the public regarding an
ordinance to increase the millage levied for street lighting in the Monaghan Special Tax District
by eight and six-tenths (8.6) mills to eight and seven-tenths (8.7) mills. The proposed millage
increase is needed to cover rising street lighting costs in the District.

There being no speakers, Chairman Pro Tem Kirven declared the public hearing closed.

River Oak Special Tax District / Fee Increase for Maintenance of Lighting

A public hearing was held for the purpose of receiving comments from the public regarding an
ordinance to increase the annual fee for street lighting in the River Oak Special Tax District by
$5.00, from $45.00 to $50.00.
